We hire at present only a stenographer for part time—we shall need more 

regular help at a salary, which will cost us per month 125.00 

Which makes the total per month $600.00 

The yearly cost will be $7,200.00 

A S is known, the contributors and officers 
give their work without payment. The 
magazine is managed co-operatively by 
the officers. The work of management 

is systemized, giving to each one his share, while 
all meet together frequently for discussion and 
criticism on the work as a whole. 

Our present circulation including five thou­
sand regular subscribers and from three to five 
thousand extra copies sold monthly, brings us a 
yearly income of approximately $7,200.00, the 
same as the cost. Our present circulation, there­
fore, just pays the cost of the magazine. 

The average length of time which our present 
subscription list has yet to run, is six months. 
A t the end of that time, the magazine w i l l be 
upon its feet, and running upon the self-support­
ing basis shown by the above figures. 

You w i l l observe that our income does not 
provide for any return from advertisements 
printed. W e shall not be obliged to suppress any 
literature or any art in order to hold an ad­
vertiser. 

W e expect to increase the circulation. On a 
circulation of twenty thousand, we figure that 
we should have a surplus of four thousand dol­
lars. W i t h this surplus, we shall first pay back 

the money contributions asked for in this num­
ber. The balance w i l l be used to improve the 
quality and style of the magazine. 

I f you like this number and want others to 
see it , have your Local send in bundle orders ac­
cording to the rates given here. You can make 
money by buying at five cents per copy, and 
selling at ten cents per copy, the regular price 
of the magazine. 

I f you want someone else to receive i t regu­
larly, get them to subscribe, or make them a 
present of a subscription, for a year at one dol­
lar, or for six months at fifty cents. I t w i l l 
make a fine Christmas present.

W E ask our subscribers' pardon for a three months' 
delay. I t was due to the resignation of our man­
aging editor at a time when the contributing 
editors were out of town and a reorganization 

could not be effected. A l l subscriptions wi l l be extended 
three months beyond the original date of expiration. 

W H A T W E H O P E T O D O 
We plan a radical change of policy for T H E MASSES, and 

we appeal to our subscribers and contributors to help us put 
it through. W e appeal to everybody who reads this notice to 
consider the proposition it makes, and co-operate with us i f 
he can. 

We are going to make T H E MASSES a popular Socialist 
magazine—a magazine of pictures and lively wri t ing. 

Humorous, serious, illustrative and decorative pictures of 
a stimulating kind. There are no magazines in America 
which measure up in radical art and freedom of expression 
to the foreign satirical journals. We think we can produce 
one, and we have on our staff eight of the best known 
artists and illustrators in the country ready to contribute to 
it their most individual work. Their names appear upon the 
opposite page, and you are at liberty to write to them in 
regard to their interest in this venture. We shall produce 
with the best technique the best magazine pictures at command 
in New York. 

But we go beyond this. For wi th that pictorial policy we 
combine a literary policy equally radical and definite. We 
are a Socialist magazine. We shall print every month a 
page of illustrated editorials reflecting life as a whole from a 
Socialist standpoint, besides Horatio Winslow's page on "The 
Way You Look at I t . " I n our contributed columns we shall 
incline towards literature of especial interest to Socialists, 
but we shall be hospitable to free and spirited expressions of 
every kind—in fiction, satire, poetry and essay. Only we shall 
no longer compete in any degree wi th the more heavy and 
academic reviews. W e shall tune our reading matter up to 
the key of our pictures as fast as we can. And the staff 
of writers who w i l l promote this can also be found on the 
opposite page. 

Observe that we do not enter the field o f any Socialist or 
other magazine now published, or to be published. We shall 
have no further part in the factional disputes within the 
Socialist Par ty; we are opposed to the dogmatic spirit which 
creates and sustains these disputes. Our appeal wi l l be to 
the masses, both Socialist and non-Socialist, wi th entertain­
ment, education, and the livelier kinds of propaganda. 

H O W W E H O P E T O D O I T 
This magazine has a subscription list of 5,000, a circulation 

of 10,000, and, its contributions being voluntary, it pays for 

itself without receiving advertisements. A n itemized state­
ment of this fact w i l l be found on the opposite page. Owing 
to injudicious investments in advertising, however, the maga­
zine finds itself upon reorganization this fall to be absolutely 
without funds. The money paid for annual subscriptions is 
used up, and the subscriptions have not run out. We are 
getting out this issue with the last cent we possess, and it 
wi l l take six months before our subscription list renews itself 
so that we can operate as before. 

That is, the new MASSES wi l l have to be sustained by 
those who believe in it for six months. After that time it 
wi l l sustain itself, as the old MASSES did before the mistake 
in financial management. 

This means that we must have $600 a month for six 
months in order to make the new start. We must have that 
sum pledged before the next issue appears.

I f you wi l l help us we can secure that money. We offer 
you three ways to help us, according to your means.

I l l u s t r a t i ons By J O H N S L O A N T H E S E r e m a r k s w i l l no t bear any defini te r e l a ­
t i o n to t h e i r t i t l e . W h y shou ld they? T h e 
t i t l e is p l e n t y g o o d enough by i t se l f . W e need 
o n l y add tha t by K n o w l e d g e we do no t mean a 

set o f i n t e l l e c t u a l dogmas, w h i c h canno t change, and 
t o w h i c h every new fac t m u s t c o n f o r m w h e t h e r i t 
w a n t s to o r not . B y K n o w l e d g e , w h e n i t is spel led 
w i t h a capi ta l , we mean e x p e r i m e n t a l k n o w l e d g e — a 
free i n v e s t i g a t i o n o f the d e v e l o p i n g facts, and a con­
t i n u o u s r e - t e s t i ng o f the theor ies , w h i c h p e r t a i n to the 
end we have i n v i e w . 

T h e end we have i n v i e w is an economic and social 
r e v o l u t i o n . A n d by R e v o l u t i o n we do no t m e a n the 
j o u r n e y o f the e a r t h a r o u n d the sun, n o r any o the r 
t h i n g tha t is b o u n d to happen w h e t h e r w e d i r e c t o u r 
w i l l s to i t o r not . N e i t h e r do we mean a change nec­
essar i ly decora ted w i t h b l o o d and t hunde r . W e mean 
a r ad i ca l d e m o c r a t i z a t i o n o f i n d u s t r y and society, made 
possible by the g r o w t h o f cap i ta l i sm, bu t to be ac­
c o m p l i s h e d o n l y w h e n and i f the s p i r i t o f l i b e r t y a n d 
r e b e l l i o n is suff ic ient ly awakened i n the classes w h i c h 
are n o w oppressed. A r e v o l u t i o n is a sweeping change 
accompl i shed t h r o u g h the conquest o f p o w e r b y a 
subjected class. 

T h e opposi te o f r e v o l u t i o n i s no t e v o l u t i o n , b u t r e ­
f o r m . E v e r y b o d y acknowledges t h a t the genera l p r o g ­
ress o f l i f e and society, w h e n seen i n the large , is a 
c o n t i n u o u s e v o l u t i o n . T h e r e is no difference o f o p i n ­
i o n u p o n th i s p o i n t . T h e r e is o n l y a d i f ference o f 
present ac t iv i t i e s . T h e E v o l u t i o n i s t is a m a n w h o 
ta lks about E v o l u t i o n ; the R e v o l u t i o n i s t is a m a n w h o 
produces i t . 

B e t w e e n r e v o l u t i o n i s t and r e f o r m e r there is every 
difference. T h e r e is a f la t c o n t r a d i c t i o n o f w i s h , be­
l ief , and ac t ion . T h e r e f o r m e r wishes to p r o c u r e f o r 
the w o r k e r s t h e i r share o f the blessings o f c i v i l i z a ­
t i o n ; he believes i n h i m s e l f a n d his a l t r u i s t i c o r a t o r y ; 
he t r ies to m u l t i p l y his k i n d . T h e r e v o l u t i o n i s t wishes 
the w o r k e r s to take the blessings o f c i v i l i z a t i o n ; he 
believes i n t h e m , and t h e i r o rgan i zed p o w e r ; he t r ies 
to increase i n t h e m the k n o w l e d g e o f t h e i r s i t u a t i o n 
and the s p i r i t o f class-conscious aggress ion. " E d u c a ­
t i o n and I n s u r r e c t i o n to be adopted s i m u l t a n e o u s l y ! " 
was the ba t t l e - c ry o f M a z z i n i . A n d w i t h t h a t h i g h 
suppor t we w i l l leave o u r t i t l e and discuss some i m ­
media te m a t t e r s t ha t come w i t h i n i ts i l l u m i n a t i o n . 

ETTOR and G i o v a n n i t t i , leaders o f the L a w r e n c e 
s t r i ke—the b igges t h u m a n v i c t o r y o f recent years 

i n A m e r i c a — a r e o n t r i a l f o r t h e i r l ives . T h e y are 
charged w i t h b e i n g accessories before the fact to the 
m u r d e r o f one o f t h e i r f e l l o w - w o r k e r s . I f th is charge 
were t r ue , they w o u l d n o t be i n j a i l . F o r the l ives o f 
t h e i r f e l l o w - w o r k e r s are n o t an objec t o f so l i c i tude to 

the cour t s o r the officers o f l a w i n Massachuset ts . T h a t 
was made clear by the congress ional i n v e s t i g a t i o n o f 
last w i n t e r . I t is made clearer by the r e t a inmen t i n 
g o v e r n m e n t office, a f te r a n o m i n a l fine, o f the m a n 
w h o p l an t ed d y n a m i t e i n the w o r k e r s ' houses. I t 
is made s t i l l c learer by the release and cour teous t rea t ­
men t o f W i l l i a m W o o d , the m a n reasonably suspected 
o f c o n s p i r i n g to have the d y n a m i t e p lan ted there, w h i l e 
ba i l has been denied to E t t o r and G i o v a n n i t t i , and they 
have been locked up f o r e igh t m o n t h s w i t h o u t t r i a l , 
a l t h o u g h the i r o r i g i n a l i n d i c t m e n t was c u r s o r y and 
i l l - f o u n d e d . 

T h e y are no t accessories before the fact to the m u r ­
der o f one o f the i r f e l l o w w o r k e r s , bu t they are ac­
cessories before the fact to the rescue o f t h e i r f e l l o w 
w o r k e r s f r o m m u r d e r — a s low m u r d e r i n the m a c h i n ­
ery o f capi ta l i s t p r o d u c t i o n . T h a t is t h e i r c r ime . T h e y 
are accessories to the seizure by the w o r k e r s o f L a w ­
rence o f a sma l l p a r t o f the goods they produce. 

T h e L a w r e n c e s t r ike was a v i c t o r y o f d i sc ip l ine and 
s e l f - c o n t r o l c o m b i n e d w i t h i n d u s t r i a l me thods and rev­
o l u t i o n a r y ideals. E v e r y b o d y w h o read the news last 
w i n t e r k n o w s that . E v e r y b o d y k n o w s tha t i f these 
men had swaggered r o u n d t o w n a d v o c a t i n g m u r d e r and 
s t i r r i n g the s t r i ke r s to acts o f passion, they w o u l d 
have los t the ba t t le they were w a g i n g . T h e i r v i c t o r y 
p roves tha t they are n o t g u i l t y o f the charge under 
w h i c h they are he ld . 

I t is h a r d l y to be doub ted tha t E t t o r and G i o v a n ­
n i t t i — a l o n g w i t h a t h o u s a n d o thers on b o t h sides o f 
t ha t s t r ugg l e—voiced the i r an t agon i sm at t imes i n phys­

ical language. Witnesses w i l l be f o u n d to p rove tha t . 
Wi tnesses cou ld be f o u n d to p rove tha t men h i g h up 
i n the w o o l e n t ru s t vo iced themselves i n exac t ly the 
same way . A n d they cou ld be he ld as accessories to 
the m u r d e r o f a s t r i k e r w i t h far m o r e p l a u s i b i l i t y t h a n 
the leaders o f the s t r ike . B u t they were no t a r r a i g n e d 
or i n d i c t e d i n connec t ion w i t h th is m u r d e r . A n d tha t 
shows w h a t is the an imus beh ind th i s t r i a l . T h a t 
shows w h a t has become o f the cour t s and the f o r m s 
o f l a w i n Massachusetts . T h e y are p ros t i tu tes to the 
service o f the money-power . A n d every i n d i v i d u a l i n 
the U n i t e d States w h o calls h i m s e l f a democra t and 
believes i n the e l ementa ry r i g h t s o f man , ough t to be 
l i f t i n g his voice against t h e m i n the name o f jus t i ce 
and l i b e r t y . 

THE w o r k e r s o f L a w r e n c e produce m o r e w o o l e n 
c l o t h i n g t h a n is p roduced anywhere else i n A m e r ­

i c a ; the c h i l d r e n o f these producers were f o u n d by a 
congress ional commi t t ee to be g o i n g w i t h o u t u n d e r -
d r a w e r s i n m i d - w i n t e r . T h a t is Capi ta l i s t P r o d u c t i o n . 
T h e way up is a s t ruggle . 

W E are g l ad to note tha t a m i n i s t e r has at last been 
locked up i n j a i l f o r r ead ing the B ib le . W e are 

also pleased tha t the M a y o r o f Schenectady has been 
j a i l e d f o r r e a d i n g the C o n s t i t u t i o n o f the U n i t e d States. 
W e have a lways contended tha t there are g o o d t h i n g s 
i n b o t h these documents , and i t is a pleasure to see 
t h e m taken so ser iously. T h e t r oub l e i n the past seems 
to have been, n o t tha t they were no t read o f t e n enough , 
b u t t ha t they were no t read at the appropr i a t e t imes 
a n d places. I t is an a lmos t u n i v e r s a l cus tom, f o r i n ­
stance, to read the B i b l e i n chu rch . B u t tha t is the 
one place w h e r e i t cannot poss ibly take a p r a c t i c a l 
effect because a l l the people are s i t t i n g d o w n and 
haven ' t the s l ightes t i n t e n t i o n o f d o i n g a n y t h i n g . 

T h i s m in i s t e r , however , seems to have g r o w n w e a r y 
o f a d o r n i n g the Sabbath a i r w i t h specimens o f g o o d 
E n g l i s h , and decided to t r y the B ib l e ou t w i t h a v i e w 
to i ts ac tual mean ing . H e t r i e d i t on a body o f s t r i k ­
i n g t e x t i l e w o r k e r s i n the v i c i n i t y o f U t i c a , w h e r e the 
cond i t i ons o f f a c t o r y labor and wage-payment , accord­
i n g to the f ind ings o f a State Commiss ion , are l o w e r 
t h a n i n any o the r t o w n i n N e w Y o r k . H e t r i e d i t i n a 
pub l i c p a r k w h e r e documents o f less defini te i m p o r t are 
c o n t i n u a l l y read a loud w i t h i m p u n i t y . H i s i m m e d i a t e 
ar res t and i m p r i s o n m e n t was t he r e fo r e especially g r a t i ­
f y i n g . I t was a k i n d o f c o r r o b o r a t i o n o f the B ib l e , and 
made us feel t ha t th is documen t cou ld be used f o r the 
encouragement o f act ive v i r t u e on week-days, as w e l l as 
f o r the c o m f o r t i n g o f s inners on Sunday, i f o n l y i t 
we re b r o u g h t ou t i n t o the places where a c t i v i t y , a n d 
the re fo re v i r t u e , is possible. 
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O u r pleasure i n the i n c a r c e r a t i o n o f the M a y o r o f 
Schenec tady is perhaps a s l i g h t l y m o r e pe rsona l m a t ­
te r . W e are n o t so m u c h in te res ted i n the documen t 
w h i c h he was r ead ing . O u r in teres t is r a the r i n the 
M a y o r h i m s e l f . W e t h i n k tha t the exper ience w i l l do 
h i m g o o d . T h e M a y o r is r u n n i n g f o r Congress and 
has a g o o d chance o f e lec t ion , and w h i l e w e a re n o t 
g o i n g to say t h a t eve ry congressman o u g h t to be i n 
j a i l , w e do t h i n k i t w o u l d be a good t h i n g i f eve ry 
congres sman had been i n j a i l , every Soc ia l i s t congress­
m a n at least, a n d especial ly i f he h a d been i n j a i l f o r 
r e a d i n g the C o n s t i t u t i o n o f his c o u n t r y . T h e expe­
r ience w o u l d teach h i m s o m e t h i n g tha t he c o u l d n o t 
l e a r n so w e l l i n any o the r w a y . 

T h e r e is danger to the Soc ia l i s t p a r t y w h e n i t sends 
a m a n to congress. T h e r e is danger o f h is f o r g e t t i n g , 
a m i d so m u c h a sp i r a t i on a n d o r a t o r y as are k n o w n 
to p r e v a i l i n t h a t sacred body, the class s t rugg le and 
the economic i n t e r p r e t a t i o n o f h i s t o r y . T h e economic 
i n t e r p r e t a t i o n o f the B i l l o f R i g h t s as i t appears i n o u r 
C o n s t i t u t i o n , is v i v i d l y set f o r t h by M a y o r L u n n ' s ar­
rest . H e was a r res ted w h i l e r e a d i n g th is documen t t o 
a c o n g r e g a t i o n o f people w i t h o u t p r o p e r t y . N o w , the 
B i l l o f R i g h t s — h o w e v e r m u c h r ea l d e m o c r a t i c i d e a l ­
i s m m a y have gone i n t o i t s c o m p o s i t i o n — w a s l aunched 
b y the p o w e r o f p r o p e r t y , a n d was consecrated to the 
p r o t e c t i o n o f p r o p e r t y - o w n e r s against an a r i s toc racy . 
A n d w h e n i t is app l i ed to the p r o t e c t i o n o f w o r k e r s 
aga ins t p r o p e r t y - o w n e r s i t becomes a new document , 
a n d w i l l have to be f o u g h t f o r and establ ished a l l ove r 
aga in i n a n e w s t rugg le i f i t is to p r e v a i l . T h a t is 
w h a t th i s "ou t r age agains t the r i g h t s o f free speech 
a n d assemblage" signifies t o those w h o u n d e r s t a n d . 
T h e M a y o r o f Schenectady unders tands , and the i n ­
c iden t shou ld r a d i c a l l y c o n f i r m h i m i n his u n d e r s t a n d ­
i n g . T h a t is w h y w e re jo ice i n i t . I t s h o u l d c o n f i r m 
h i m i n the d o c t r i n e o f the class-s t ruggle , w h i c h is the 
essence o f Soc i a l i sm as a m e t h o d , bu t w h i c h i t is h a r d 
for a democra t i c idea l i s t t o l ea rn . I t is s t i l l h a r d e r f o r 
a p o l i t i c i a n t o remember . 

AD D to these out rages , a t r i a l o f the p res iden t and

Times—read i t c o n t i n u o u s l y f o r t w o weeks, a n d y o u 
w i l l k n o w t h a t the b i g , o m i n o u s conf l ic t i n t h i s coun ­
t r y t o - d a y a n d f o r the f u t u r e is the conf l i c t be tween 
l abo r and cap i ta l .

B u t w o u l d any m a n w h o conceived h i m s e l f to be the 
servant o f a v i t a l h u m a n interest , o r the c h a m p i o n o f 
a g r ea t idea, o r a fighter and l a b o r e r i n the advance 
o f l i f e and c i v i l i z a t i o n , cancel f o r any accident u n d e r 
the sun a m o m e n t o f the t i m e a l l o t t e d h i m to get his 
t h o u g h t s be fo re the people. W o o d r o w W i l s o n is a 
g e n t l e m a n a n d a scho la r a n d a g o o d spor t sman . T h e 
o t h e r candidates are n o t such g o o d spor t smen , b u t 
they are g e n t l e m e n i n the same game. So are t h e i r 
y o u t h f u l c a m p a i g n managers . 

T h e w h o l e contest is set a n d r u n o f f i n the s p i r i t o f 
ama teu r a n d p ro fe s s iona l spor t . T h e profess iona ls ge t 
the pr izes o f office. T h e amateur s get the best f u n o u t 
o f the game. T h e people get the p r i v i l e g e o f s i t t i n g o n 
the bleachers, a n d s u f f e r i n g the i l l u s i o n o f a r ea l c o n ­
flict. T h e y l i k e i t . E v e r y b o d y l ikes i t . P o l i t i c s a n d 
Baseball are the mos t p o p u l a r spor ts i n A m e r i c a . A n d 
w i t h the excep t ion o f t h a t r ea l s t r ugg l e we have a l ­
l u d e d to—a s t rugg l e i n b i t te rness and b l o o d f o r the 
substance o f l i f e — p o l i t i c s and baseball are the o n l y t w o 
th ings t h a t have been m e n t i o n e d w i t h absolu te r e g u ­
l a r i t y i n the news c o l u m n s o f the press th i s f a l l . 

W e sha l l n o t p r e d i c t the n a t i o n a l c h a m p i o n f o r 1912 
—not because we affect to be w i t h o u t in t e res t i n the 
f u n — b u t because he w i l l breast the tape before o u r 
issue appears. B u t we sha l l p r ed i c t t h i s — a n d w i t h no 
hes i t a t i on w h a t e v e r — t h a t the g rea t s t rugg le o f l i f e , 
r u m o r s o f w h i c h c o n t i n u a l l y r u m b l e beneath a l l t h i s 
m a n l y f u n and f r o l i c , w i l l be f o u n d m o v i n g s tead i ly 
closer i n t o the c e n t r a l arena. A f e w m o r e years o f 
s t a r v a t i o n s t r ikes , a r m e d i n t i m i d a t i o n s , m u r d e r s , m u r ­
der t r i a l s , l abor i n j u n c t i o n s , d y n a m i t e cour t s , f ree 
speech fights—a f e w m o r e years , and th i s t u m u l t upon 
the field o f i n d u s t r y w i l l b r e a k i n t o t h a t field w h i c h 
has been so l o n g dedica ted to r ec rea t ion , and those w h o 
are s t i l l l e f t o n the bleachers w i l l see a p o l i t i c a l con­
f l i c t tha t is w o r t h the p r i ce o f admiss ion . 

W e ask o u r readers to r e m e m b e r tha t w i t h a p o p u l a r 
r e f o r m p a r t y i n the field, a n d benevolen t o r a t o r y b l o w ­
i n g f r o m every corner , each v o t e t h a t is cast f o r 
Eugene V . Debs is a vo te f o r r e v o l u t i o n a r y S o c i a l i s m 
and the w o r k i n g - c l a s s s t rugg le . W e p a r t f r o m o u r 
" sympa th i ze r s " w i t h a happy smile . 

THE N o b e l p r i ze i n M e d i c i n e , w h i c h a m o u n t s to 
s o m e t h i n g o v e r $39,000 f o r 1912, is a w a r d e d to 

D r . A l e x i s C a r r e l , o f the R o c k e f e l l e r I n s t i t u t e . T h i s i n 
r e c o g n i t i o n o f his success i n keep ing tissues f r o m the 
body a l ive , and m a k i n g t h e m g r o w , i n an oven. T h o s e 
to w h o m th i s service to c i v i l i z a t i o n does n o t seem a 
b a r g a i n at the p r i ce , m u s t r e m e m b e r t h a t D r . C a r r e l 
was a l ready f amous f o r h is success as a g r a f t e r a n d 
t r ansp l an t e r o f h u m a n organs . H e can t ake a piece 
ou t o f one m a n ( l e t us say a v e i n ) a n d in se r t i t i n t o 
a p a r t o f ano ther m a n ( l e t us say an a r t e r y ) , a n d 
have b o t h h is v i c t i m s l i v e h a p p i l y ever a f t e r . H e is 
also said to have t r a n s p l a n t e d the h i n d l eg f r o m one 
d o g ( l e t us say a g r e y h o u n d ) o n t o the b o d y o f a n o t h e r 
( l e t us say a d a c h s h u n d ) . T h e a n i m a l l i v e d , and the 
resu l t was sa id to be e n t i r e l y sa t i s fac tory . 

W e do no t get the f u l l i m p o r t a n c e o f these t w o l ines 
o f e x p e r i m e n t , howeve r , u n t i l we p u t t h e m toge the r . 
I t is no t so w o n d e r f u l perhaps to t r a n s p l a n t o rgans , 
and i t is no t so g rea t a b o o n f o r c i v i l i z a t i o n t o m a k e a 
piece o f b o d y tissue "keep" i n an oven . B u t w h e n these 
t w o achievements are combined , t h e n indeed the pos ­
s ib i l i t i e s o f service to su f f e r ing h u m a n i t y are immense . 

Y o u see, the t r o u b l e about t r a n s p l a n t i n g o rgans has 
a lways been tha t w e never happen to have one o n h a n d 
j u s t w h e n i t is mos t w a n t e d . W h e n one o f us f a l l s i n 
need o f a n e w k idney , f o r instance, i t v e r y r a r e l y hap­
pens t h a t somebody else is j u s t g e t t i n g t h r o u g h w i t h 
an o l d one, and ready to p a r t w i t h i t i n the n i c k o f 
t i m e . M o r e o v e r , w h e n th i s does happen, the chances 
are t h a t the t w o k i d n e y s w i l l n o t be the same size, 

o r the same shape, o r one o f t h e m w i l l be Cathol ic 
a n d the o t h e r P ro t e s t an t , o r some o the r d i f f icul ty w i l l 
set i n a n d spo i l the e x p e r i m e n t . B u t i f we cou ld keep 
o n h a n d a s tock o f these o rgans assorted, i t is clear 
t h a t no such t r o u b l e w o u l d arise, and the technique o f 
t he g r a f t e r w o u l d be i n f i n i t e l y m o r e valuable . I don ' t 
k n o w t h a t there are any l i m i t s t o the th ings tha t can 
be done w i t h v a r i o u s o rgans , a n d pieces o f organs, in 
t h i s d i r e c t i o n , f o r these tissues, as I unde r s t and i t , not 
o n l y "keep ," b u t they g r o w ! T h a t is, they p r o l i f ­
erate. I m a g i n a t i o n is b o t h t e m p t e d and a la rmed at 
t h i s news . 

W h a t e v e r m a y be the end, i t is n o t to be denied that 
D r . C a r r e l has ach ieved a g r e a t beg inn ing . H e has 
made a s t a r t l i n g d e p a r t u r e i n p r a c t i c a l medicine, and 
he has f u r n i s h e d a un ique d a t u m to theore t ic physiol­
ogy . W e h e a r t i l y endorse the ac t ion o f the Nobel 
p r i ze c o m m i t t e e i n g i v i n g D r . C a r r e l the th i r ty -n ine 
t h o u s a n d o r m o r e d o l l a r s , w h i c h they have on their 
hands because those w h o p r o d u c e d i t , and to w h o m i t 
p r o p e r l y be longed , d i e d l o n g ago i n p o v e r t y and wi th ­
o u t m a k i n g t h e i r w i l l s . H e is a d i s t i ngu i shed and valu­
able sc ient is t . 

I t is t he g r e a t e r p i t y t h a t he is n o t a wise man. Time 
was w h e n a d i s t i n g u i s h e d sc ien t i s t was almost sure to 
be a w i se m a n . F o r some fifteen h u n d r e d years in ­
deed a G r e e k phys i c i an , A r i s t o t l e , was regarded as the 
wises t m a n , save o n l y the Son o f God , tha t the world 
ever p r o d u c e d . B u t those days are past. T o be scien­
t i f ic i n th i s day means t o be a one-eyed man, a man 
w i t h a specia l ty . A n d i f y o u w a n t to find a person 
w h o has p r e se rved the m o s t v i r g i n ignorance of one 
science, y o u go t o someone w h o is an acknowledged 
a u t h o r i t y i n a n o t h e r w h i c h o u g h t t o be related to i t . 

T h e reason I k n o w t h a t D r . C a r r e l is not a wise 
m a n , is t h a t he sa id t o a news r e p o r t e r that he would 
advoca te a l a w p e r m i t t i n g " m e d i c a l exper iment" upon 
c o n d e m n e d c r i m i n a l s . T h i s shows t h a t however much 
he m a y k n o w abou t m e d i c a l science, he is ignorant as 
d i r t w h e n i t comes to the science o f society and pol i ­
t ics . F o r those w h o m a v e mas t e r ed the rudiments o f 
t h i s science c o u l d t e l l h i m t h a t no conceivable gain in 
the t echn ique o f m e d i c i n e , w o u l d balance the loss to 

c i v i l i z a t i o n o f t h a t respect f o r the h u m a n person which 
has made p u b l i c as w e l l as p r i v a t e t o r t u r e a crime. 
A n d those w h o are as d i s t i n g u i s h e d i n th i s science as 
he is i n m e d i c i n e , c o u l d t e l l h i m t h a t i t is not con­
d e m n e d c r i m i n a l s w h o s h o u l d suffer f o r the good of 
society, b u t soc ie ty t h a t s h o u l d suffer f o r the good of 
c o n d e m n e d c r i m i n a l s . S o c i e t y — i f there be such a th ing 
—soc ie ty c o n d e m n e d the m o s t o f t h e m i n the i r cradles. 
L e t soc ie ty recompense t h e m w i t h educat ion and ad­
van tage t o w h a t e v e r ex ten t , consis tent w i t h its own 
safety, i t can. T h e v i v i s e c t i o n o f condemned criminals 
was p rac t i sed , a n d subsequent ly abandoned, by the A l ­
e x a n d r i a n school o f m e d i c i n e t w o h u n d r e d years be­
f o r e C h r i s t , and the b a c k w a r d n e s s o f D r . Carrel's 
t r a i n i n g i n g e n e r a l science can be measured by the 
lapse o f the i n t e r v e n i n g years .

I N a p l a i n l y f u r n i s h e d t h r e e - r o o m flat o n the t h i r d 
floor o f N o . 84 Haupts t rasse , B e r l i n , l ives the 
m a n w h o is the mos t f amous G e r m a n n e x t to the 
E m p e r o r . A u g u s t Bebe l is k n o w n to. be the best 

p a r l i a m e n t a r i a n i n the G e r m a n Reichs tag , and is 
t he one above a l l m e n i n the w o r l d t h a t 
E m p e r o r W i l h e l m fears. H e is ca l l ed the " L i o n 
o f G e r m a n y " because the people have confidence 
i n his a b i l i t y to do th ings , and "he is a fighter." T h e 
w o r k e r s o f G e r m a n y bel ieve tha t w h e n Bebel roars , 
t he A d m i n i s t r a t i o n t rembles . T h e r e is a m o d e r n legend 
t h a t Bebe l o r h is s p i r i t is cons tan t ly at the entrance 
t o the Reichstagsgebaude, g u a r d i n g the people's i n t e r ­
ests. H i s p o p u l a r i t y i n B e r l i n is so g rea t t h a t w h e n 
s i m u l t a n e o u s l y severa l p u b l i c mee t ings are announced , 
they do n o t m e n t i o n at w h i c h one Bebel is t o speak. 
N o t m a n y boys o r g i r l s can be f o u n d i n B e r l i n w h o 
have n o t h e a r d o f Bebel , the m a n w h o refuses t o at­
t e n d c o u r t func t ions grven by the E m p e r o r or to d o n 
"knee breeches." 

I had a r r a n g e d w i t h Bebel to meet h i m i n the Par ­
l i a m e n t H o u s e , and one a f t e r n o o n I handed m y c a r d 
to an e lde r ly gen t l eman , w i t h a l u x u r i o u s g r o w t h o f 
" W i l h e l m - t h e - F i r s t " w h i s k e r s , w h o was garbed i n a 
u n i f o r m tha t w o u l d m a k e an A m e r i c a n Rear A d m i r a l 
l o o k envious . H e conduc ted me i n t o a w a i t i n g r o o m 
o f the Reichs tag , f o r g e t t i n g the c u s t o m o f w a i t i n g o r 
even a s k i n g f o r a t i p . I was as tounded, as tha t was 
t he first t i m e th i s h a d ever happened to me i n a l l 
E u r o p e . A f t e r I had w a i t e d about fifteen minu tes , 
the s i l k c u r t a i n s o f the w a i t i n g - r o o m p a r t e d and I 
saw the s n o w - w h i t e head o f Bebel and hea rd his 
hea r ty , " W e l l , h o w do y o u do, C o m r a d e ? " T h i s man 
makes y o u feel at h o m e at once, a n d even i f y o u r op in ­
i o n o f a Soc ia l i s t is "a bewh i ske red , r e d - s h i r t e d demon 
w i t h d y n a m i t e bombs w h o w a n t s to d i v i d e up w i t h the 
r i c h , " y o u m u s t l ove th i s m a n w h e n once y o u meet h i m . 

W a l k i n g t h r o u g h the Re ichs tag b u i l d i n g , he showed 
me the l a rge assembly h a l l , the d i n i n g h a l l w h e r e each 
p a r t y has i t s separate table, the d i f f e r en t r e a d i n g r o o m s 
and l i b r a r i e s . O n the second f loor we came to c o m ­
m i t t e e rooms and m e e t i n g rooms f o r the d i f fe ren t po­
l i t i c a l d i v i s i o n s i n the Reichs tag . " T h i s r o o m , " p o i n t ­
i n g to a s ign m a r k e d "Soc ia l D e m o c r a t i c Chamber ," 
" is ou r s and w e have g r o w n so r a p i d l y since 1891, w h e n 
w e first cast 124,655 votes, t ha t the a d m i n i s t r a t i o n has 
been compe l l ed to m o v e us i n t o l a rge r qua r t e r s every 
e lec t ion since. T h i s is one o f the la rges t and best 
rooms i n the house," he con t inued , as w e w a l k e d i n t o 
a b e a u t i f u l l y f u r n i s h e d and w e l l decora ted apar tment , 
c o n t a i n i n g th ree l a rge tables a n d about one h u n d r e d 
ca rved cha i rs , " a n d i t was f o r m e r l y used b y the cabi ­
net and the nobles. T h i s h igh -backed cha i r , " said he, 
p l a c i n g h is hands o n a fine, hand -ca rved mahogany , 
"was f o r m e r l y used by B i s m a r c k at sessions o f the 
cabinet. I a m us ing i t n o w i n ou r p a r t y conferences." 

O n e o f his r e m a r k s t h a t made an impres s ion on me 
was made w h i l e w e w e r e w a l k i n g t h r o u g h the cafe, 
w h e r e members o f the Re ichs tag were d r i n k i n g w i n e 
and beer and c h a t t i n g m e r r i l y . H e was e x p l a i n i n g 
some w o r k s o f a r t on the w a l l s and c e i l i n g w h e n he 
came t o t he table used b y the Soc ia l i s t members o f 
the house. " S i t d o w n here and have a b lack coffee 
w i t h me ," he said. " I a m a temperance m a n and don ' t 
d r i n k a n y t h i n g s t ronger . " 

S t r o l l i n g t o w a r d s the ent rance to the session r o o m 
he p o i n t e d to a b o o k o n a desk and t u r n i n g t o h is 
name said : " Y o u see, here 's w h e r e we earn o u r wages. 
W e get 3,000 m a r k s ($75o) a session o f s ix or e igh t 
mon ths , and we are fined t h i r t y m a r k s f o r every day 
tha t o u r name fa i l s to appear i n t h i s regis ter . H o w 
do y o u A m e r i c a n s do i t ? " he asked me. I exp la ined 
tha t o u r Congressmen had raised t h e i r salaries t o 
$7,500 a year, and tha t a m e m b e r o f Congress o f t en 
makes his m a i d e n speech and then is seen no m o r e 
u n t i l he m u s t appear o n the floor i n o r d e r to d r a w his 
sa lary . Bebel asked me i f I was i n earnest about t h i s ! 
W e passed d o w n a l o n g h a l l w a y under immense 
arches, i n t o the center o f the b u i l d i n g where the g rea t 
c en t r a l t o w e r is located. T h e ha l l was bare o f a l l 
t r i m m i n g s except a large s i l k flag w h i c h was presented 
to the people o f G e r m a n y b y p a t r i o t i c G e r m a n - A m e r i ­
cans i n g r a t e f u l r emembrance o f t h e i r ear ly days in 
the f a t h e r l a n d . 

W e were seated i n the l o u n g i n g r o o m d iscuss ing 
the f u t u r e o f b o t h the U n i t e d States a n d G e r m a n y . 
I was i n s i s t i n g tha t we were on the v e r y b r i n k o f a 
p e r i o d o f " h a r d t imes , " w h e n a g r o u p o f v i s i t o r s i n 
charge o f one o f the members o f P a r l i a m e n t ap­
proached us, and the la t te r , p o i n t i n g to Bebe l , sa id 
l o u d enough f o r a l l to hear, " Y o u see, th i s is Bebel , 
T h e L i o n . " T h e v i s i t o r s e x a m i n e d h i m a n d s t a r t e d 
to discuss h i m as they passed o n w i t h side and back 
glances, as t h o u g h he were an o r n a m e n t i n the b u i l d ­
i n g . Bebel smi led and r e m a r k e d , " Y o u see, I ' m a 
r egu l a r fixture." 

O n e o f the objects o f m y v i s i t was t o induce Bebel 
to v i s i t A m e r i c a and de l ive r a f ew addresses i n the 
l e a d i n g ci t ies. So I t o o k the occasion, a f te r the v i s i t ­
o r s passed out , to i n v i t e h i m to come t o the States, 
"as we were a n x i o u s to see h i m . " " W h a t do 
y o u w a n t o f me i n A m e r i c a ? " he asked. " O h , 
we j u s t w a n t to get a g o o d l o o k at y o u , " I 
rep l ied . " I k n o w y o u Yankees , " he said w i t h a 
chuckle . " Y o u w a n t to i m p o r t me as a g r ea t c u r i o s i t y 
and p u t me o n e x h i b i t i o n at so m u c h pe r l o o k , d o n ' t 
y o u ?" I confessed the t r u t h . T h e n se r ious ly Bebe l 
s a i d : " I r e a l l y w o u l d l i k e to v i s i t y o u r c o u n t r y i n o r d e r 
to s tudy the t r u s t p r o b l e m , i n w h i c h I a m v e r y m u c h 
in te res ted , bu t I am g r o w i n g o l d . 1 a m seventy-one 
n o w , a n d one o f m y pet ideas s t i l l r emains undone . " 
" A n d w h a t m a y tha t idea be, C o m r a d e Bebe l ? " I ven­
t u r e d to ask h i m . " I w a n t t o w r i t e the h i s t o r y o f m y 
l i f e , " he answered . " Y o u see, I have been so busy 
w i t h P a r l i a m e n t and po l i t i c s these m a n y years tha t I 
haven ' t s ta r ted on th i s w o r k ye t , a l t h o u g h I have set 
aside every s u m m e r i n the past five years f o r a be­
g i n n i n g . B u t the b e g i n n i n g is s t i l l f a r a w a y and I am 
g r o w i n g o l d a n d d o n ' t k n o w w h e n m y t u r n t o go w i l l 
come." " D o y o u expect to beg in y o u r w o r k t h i s s u m ­
m e r ? " I asked h i m . " N o , I expect to v i s i t m y d a u g h ­
te r a n d take a g o o d rest, and then p r o b a b l y I can ge t 
d o w n to i t n e x t w i n t e r , f o r i t w i l l take me t w o years 
to b u i l d up the w o r k . Y o u see, Comrade , i n the ear ly 
days," and he stopped to ask me m y age, " i n the e a r l y 
days we were under constant pol ice su rve i l l ance and 
i t was bad to be caught w i t h notes i n one's posses­
sion, so 1 haven ' t notes to w o r k on . B u t n e x t s u m m e r 
I s h o u l d l ike to v i s i t the U n i t e d States, to see the peo­
ple and s tudy t h e m . I t w i l l be a g rea t help t o m e i n 
m y w o r k , f o r y o u A m e r i c a n s are f a r ahead or the rest 
o f the w o r l d i n i n d u s t r i a l e v o l u t i o n . " " W e s h o u l d 
t h i n k ourselves f o r t u n a t e , " I s a id i n r e t u r n , " t o have 
Bebel as o u r guest, a n d I assure y o u i n advance tha t 
the U n i t e d States w i l l we lcome one o f G e r m a n y ' s 
l ead ing men i n a s tyle be f i t t i ng the occasion." I r e a l l y 
t h o u g h t t ha t Bebel w o u l d be pleased at m y l i t t l e speech, 

but he s m i l e d as o n l y Bebe l can, and said rather sharp­
ly : " D o y o u w a n t to w e l c o m e me as you did Prince 
H e n r y ? ' ' T h e n before I had a chance to answer, he 
a d d e d : " I f so, I ' l l s tay r i g h t here i n Ber l in . ' ' 

" T e l l these C o m r a d e s h o w m u c h you Americans pay 
y o u r C o n g r e s s m e n , " sa id Bebel , w i t h a took of satis­
f a c t i o n . " Jus t t w e n t y - n i n e thousand marks," I replied, 
a f t e r m u l t i p l y i n g a Congressman ' s pay into the Ger­
m a n s t anda rd . 

T h e n Bebel e x p l a i n e d w h a t I t o l d h i m earlier in the 
a f t e r n o o n , abou t h o w o u r representatives earn their 
salar ies , a n d they a l l had a g o o d l augh at our expense. 
" I ' l l t e l l y o u w h a t I ' l l d o , " began Bebel, thoroughly 
a m u s e d by o u r d i scuss ion o f A m e r i c a n statesmen. "You 
Y a n k e e s send us a f e w ba r r e l s o f those dollars you 
was te o n y o u r C o n g r e s s m e n , a n d Germany w i l l ship you 
a f e w o f i t s K i n g s — l i v e K i n g s , I mean, and in per­
fect o r d e r , t o o ! " I also j o i n e d i n the laughter which 
n o w h a d become v e r y l o u d , b u t a be l l called some of 
the c r o w d a w a y f o r a c o m m i t t e e meet ing, and Bebel 
a n d I w a l k e d i n t o a w r i t i n g - r o o m to continue our dis­
cuss ion . 

A f t e r h a v i n g discussed w a r , w e finally began talking 
about G e r m a n y a n d he r f u t u r e . " Y o u see," said Bebel, 
" the class l ines are so c losely d r a w n here in Germany 
t h a t a w o r k e r c a n n o t he lp b u t see his political party in 
the Soc ia l D e m o c r a c y . B u t i f we go t a majority, well, 
I suppose t h a t w e c o u l d do n o t h i n g better than buy out 
t he K i n g business ." " D o y o u mean to say, that the 
best p o l i c y w o u l d be t o b r i b e the crowned heads?" I 
asked h i m . " E x a c t l y , " he rep l ied . " W e could pay 
t h e m to r e t i r e o n a pens ion . Y o u see, we are far be­
h i n d y o u A m e r i c a n s . Y o u f e l l o w s can turn things 
abou t as y o u choose a l m o s t any election. You Ameri­
cans a l r eady have w h a t we here i n Germany are just 
fighting f o r . " " B u t y o u m u s t n o t forge t , " I interrupted 
h i m , " t h a t w e i n A m e r i c a have a Supreme Court com­
posed o f m e n w h o are appo in t ed fo r l i f e and who are 
n o t respons ib le to the people, bu t whose business it is 
to pass u p o n measures a l r eady adopted by direct repre­
senta t ives o f the people ." " O h , tha t is not so very 
bad a f t e r a l l , " he r e p l i e d . " Y o u r na t ion in the main 
is composed o f people w h o are seeking freedom and 
be t te r e c o n o m i c c o n d i t i o n s , a n d th is coupled wi th your 
e d u c a t i o n a l f a c i l i t i e s a n d i n d u s t r i a l evolution that is 
second t o none i n the w o r l d , places y o u in the van of 
p r o g r e s s i v e na t i ons . I t is m y p r iva t e opinion," he 
c o n t i n u e d , " t h a t the U n i t e d States w i l l short ly declare 
f o r pub l i c o w n e r s h i p o f pub l i c u t i l i t i e s and that it will 
advance so r a p i d l y as t o be the first na t ion to declare 
a C o - o p e r a t i v e C o m m o n w e a l t h " 

" N o w let 's j u s t m a k e a compar i son , " he said. "Here 
i n G e r m a n y the r a i l r o a d s , the r a i l r o a d depots and even 
the e a t i n g houses are d i v i d e d i n t o fou r classes. You 
see a w o r k e r is d r i v e n t o class consciousness here, while 
y o u Y a n k e e s have a p p a r e n t l y bu t one class. That which 
y o u have a l r e a d y done is n o w o u r greatest need." And, 
l e a n i n g across the table , w i t h flashing eyes and pointed 
finger, he c o n t i n u e d : " W e here mus t struggle to de­
t h r o n e m i l i t a r i s m a n d the n o b i l i t y , but , o f course, we 
b o t h m u s t ba t t l e i n the c o m m o n cause o f educating the 
w o r k e r s to a f u l l r e a l i z a t i o n o f t he i r miss ion ; we must 
teach t h e m t h a t t h e y have b u t one enemy, and that is 
i g n o r a n c e . " 

O u r c o n v e r s a t i o n was here i n t e r r u p t e d by the ring­
i n g o f the a p p r o p r i a t i o n c o m m i t t e e bel l , and, o f course, 
Bebe l b i d me "se rvus , " a n d w e n t to his committee work 
to " f i g h t , " as he h a d p u t i t t o me, against more naval 
a n d m i l i t a r y m o n e y . 

I h a d to leave G e r m a n y tha t v e r y evening, so I could 
n o t accept h i s i n v i t a t i o n s , b u t I shall not soon forget 
t h a t p l a i n , hones t face, t h a t h i g h forehead wi th the 
s n o w - w h i t e h a i r , a n d the earnest handshake of Bebel. 
the " L i o n o f G e r m a n y , " w h o is c rowned in the hearts 
o f the G e r m a n p r o l e t a r i a t . 

H i s " s e r v u s " is an open i n v i t a t i o n f r o m the depths of 
h is hear t . H e is earnest and sincere, and has far more 
f o l l o w e r s t h a n the r u l e r o f Germany . Bebel has a great 
i dea l and he is g i v i n g h is l i f e t o w a r d s its realization. 
T h i s is w h y he is so l o v e d by the common people. I f 
G e r m a n y w e r e se lec t ing a P res iden t to-day, the choice 
w o u l d f a l l o n one m a n . T h e r e is no doubt ing that the 
Repub l i c o f G e r m a n y w o u l d choose as President August

O N C E upon a t ime , a company o f Pioneers , dis­
gus ted w i t h cond i t ions i n the O l d C o u n t r y , 

m o v e d to a N e w C o u n t r y and proceeded to settle i t . 
I t was a l and o f p len ty . I n i t the re was enough o f 
e v e r y t h i n g to go r o u n d . E v e r y b o d y w o r k e d and 
p layed and r e s t ed ; i t was as t h o u g h the Go lden A g e 
had r e t u r n e d to ear th .

Some ca l l these o f fe r ings the w a r o f the sexes, f o r 
m a n y o f the w o r s h i p p e r s at the sh r ine are f o r e v e r i n 
a state o f r ebe l l i on . 

O w i n g to the indecent s t r u c t u r e o f m y s u m m e r 
boa rd ing -p lace I c o u l d hear a l l t h a t wen t on at the 
o the r side o f the p a r t i t i o n . S t r ange places, these—a 
p a r t o f o u r n a t i o n a l l i f e t oo commonplace and w i t h a l too 
u n r o m a n t i c f o r the pen o f fiction. T h e r e was a c e n t r a l 
cot tage o f decent age b u i l t as a house was i n t e n d e d to 
be b u i l t , w i t h doors and no ise -deaden ing p a r t i t i o n s , 
and as business h a d p rospe red the house h a d b lossomed 
f o r t h w i t h add i t i ons o f such casual c o n s t r u c t i o n t h a t I 
was f o r c e d to hear M r .

"Yes , " r e p l i e d her husband . 
S u d d e n l y I had i t . That alley h a d g i v e n m e the 

clue. That alley, w h i c h I k n e w as a harmless , n o i s y 
spot, w h e r e par t ies o f g i r l s and y o u n g m e n w e n t t o 
b o w l , was i n some subtle w a y an enemy to the mos t

o u t o' here ." 

" I t ' l l be every b i t as cheap, y o u k n o w , " said M r . 
Bergs te t t e r , " t o buy a boat as to h i r e one. W e ' l l get 
back m o r e ' n we p a i d f o r her." 

"Say, Bergs te t t e r , " S te t son i n t e r r u p t e d , w i t h appar­
ent i r re levance , "does y o u r w i f e ever c r y i n the n i g h t ? "

" I f ' twas m y boat ," c o n t i n u e d Cap ta in H o l l a n d , " I 
w o u l d n ' t be sayin ' these w o r d s about i t — I w o u l d n ' t be 
t r y i n g to sell anybody a boat , no, s i r ! S o m e t h i n g m i g h t 
happen to i t ; i t m i g h t n ' t t u r n ou t as per spec i f ica t ion— 
then I ' d feel bad about i t . N o , s i r ! I ' d never t r y to 

sell n o b o d y no boat , b u t t h i s here boa t t h a t y o u be'n 
l o o k i n ' at, I ' l l say she's a l l r i g h t . " 

" L e t ' s go on b o a r d o f her n o w , " P a u l R a y m o n d sug­
gested, " a n d see w h a t she l o o k s l i k e . W e can't get an 
a l l e y — m i g h t 's w e l l do s o m e t h i n g . " H e gave i t out 
j o y o u s l y a n d c a s u a l l y ; t hey ag reed i n the same fashion, 
not l i k i n g to confess t h a t i t was the impat ience o f a 
mas te r pass ion w h i c h m a d e t h e m , th ree g r o w n men, 
en ter an uns tab le a n d unc l ean d o r y at tha t hour of 
the n i g h t and r o w f o r t h i n t o the h a r b o r . 

T h e y hes i ta ted a m o m e n t , a l l th ree s tanding to­
g e t h e r ; t hen B e r g s t e t t e r , w i t h w h o m I had had some 
casual t a l k , t u r n e d to me a n d asked me i f I d idn ' t 
w a n t to see a boa t t hey w e r e t h i n k i n g o f buy ing .

W e passed u n d e r the b o w s o f boats whose 
masts l o o m e d w r a i t h l i k e above u s ; o u r o w n lantern 
t u r n e d the shadows o f o u r faces upside d o w n and gave 
us an o d d aspect. P r e s e n t l y w e d r e w alongside o f one

" T h i s is h e r ! " C a p t a i n H o l l a n d i n f o r m e d us, 
s c r a m b l i n g a b o a r d w i t h the p a i n t e r i n one hand and 
the l a n t e r n i n the o the r . W e f o l l o w e d h i m . "Qui te a 
boa t she is, I t e l l yew!" 

D i d he h y p n o t i z e us, I w o n d e r , as he stood there 
s w a y i n g s l i g h t l y w i t h t he l i g h t s w e l l t h a t t roub led the 
sur face o f t he h a r b o r , h is l a n t e r n a l o f t ? H e seemed 
to be i n some w a y a l l i e d to the s p i r i t o f the Elsinore— 
a sor t o f v i s ib l e exp re s s ion o f h e r — h e a r t y and plaus­
ib le , w i t h a c e r t a i n b e g u i l i n g a i r o f seafar ing honesty 
abou t h i m . T h u s the Elsinore, an honest boat and un­
a d o r n e d ; a boat , as M r . R a y m o n d r e m a r k e d at once, 
" w i t h o u t f r i l l s ; a man ' s boa t . " 

" Y e s , d a m n a yacht , a n y w a y ! " M r . Stetson agreed 
t h r o a t i l y . 

"Say, h o w ' d i t be w i t h f o u r o f us o f f c r u i s i n g in this 
b o a t ? " M r . B e r g s t e t t e r p u t o u t ; " f o u r o f us off cruis­
i n g , p l a y i n g a happy l i t t l e game o f cards, maybe?" He 
h e l d u p the l a n t e r n i n the p o s i t i o n p roper i n such cir­
cumstances. " O f f i n some h a r b o r ; a l i t t l e stove r igged 
here"— 

She was one o f those boats o f indef in i te age—"the 
usua l age." She m i g h t have been t en years younger 
o r fifteen years o l d e r t h a n she l o o k e d t o be. I shall 
a lways w o n d e r i f i t was the mag ic o f the n igh t that 
made th i s p i c t u r e seem l i k e Parad i se to a l l o f us. 

"Say," R a y m o n d asked me i m p u l s i v e l y , " w o u l d you 
go i n i f w e go i n ? " 

T h e r o m a n c e o f the sea was u p o n me. T h e l i gh t of 
the s w i n g i n g l a n t e r n cast s t range and hypno t i z ing 
shadows up a n d d o w n the n a r r o w confines o f the l i t t le 
cab in w h e r e the b i l ge sw i shed u n d e r o u t feet. Ou t of 
one o f the l i t t l e p o r t s one c o u l d see the r i d i n g l igh t of 
a n e i g h b o r i n g vessel r ise a n d f a l l . 

"She's g o t p o r t an ' s t a r b o a r d l i g h t s , " the siren voice 
o f Cap ta in H o l l a n d came f r o m the compan ionway . He 
was w r e a t h i n g us a r o u n d w i t h the mas te r -words of 
his spell . 

"She's g o t t w o anchors . 
"She's go t a n e w su i t o' s a i l s—mains ' l new last year. 
" T h e d o r y goes a l o n g w i t h her ," he con t inued his 

l i t u r g i c a l chant . 
" G o t a scoop an ' oa r s"— 
"Seems t o me there ' s a l o t o f w a t e r i n her," said 

B e r g s t e t t e r s t e rn ly . 
" W a t e r ! " sa id C a p t a i n H o l l a n d der i s ive ly . " W a t e r ! 

I ' d l i k e to see the boa t t h a t w o u l d n ' t have wate r when 
she a i n ' t be 'n p u m p e d o u t i n t w o weeks , mebbe three." 

I need t e l l no y a c h t s m a n t h a t t h i s boat was ours 
w i t h i n f o u r days . T h e s t r ange obsession tha t dominates 
people a t such m o m e n t s d o m i n a t e d us, as i t has a l l men 
i n the past a n d w i l l a l l m e n i n the f u t u r e .

PE R H A P S the passion f o r boats comes f r o m the 
love o f adven tu re w h i c h c i v i l i z a t i o n has a l l but 
st i f led f r o m the hear t o f m a n Perhaps the 
keen sea w i n d i n ou r faces and the s i n g i n g o f i t 

in the r i g g i n g o f a l i t t l e boat awakened w i t h i n us the 
memor ie s l e f t there by o u r sleeping fa thers . B u t these 
ins t inc ts , d w a r f e d as they are, t h o u g h i n the b e g i n n i n g 
they make the w o r l d a habi tab le place, are at w a r w i t h 
the g rea t w o r l d fo rce o f domes t i c i ty . 

W e bough t the Elsinore o n the s t r eng th o f a sail 
we had i n her, w i t h o u t ever seeing her b o t t o m ; made 
d r u n k , as m a n y a p o o r w r e t c h has been before us, w i t h 
tha t u n t r u s t w o r t h y and v i s i o n a r y idea tha t i n her we 
cou ld go a n y w h e r e we chose. 

I t was a s ign i f ican t fact t ha t the nego t i a t i ons f o r this 
boat were c a r r i e d o n s w i f t l y and s i l en t ly , w i t h o u t the 
k n o w l e d g e o f the ladies whose husbands were con­
cerned i n the t r a n s a c t i o n ; t h o u g h poor Stetson w a n ­
dered a r o u n d b e w a i l i n g h o w he was g o i n g to break i t 
to B i r d i e . H o w he b r o k e i t t o B i r d i e i t was m y fate 
to overhear . 

H e came i n t o his r o o m and sa id—and I cou ld hear 
the false ga i e ty i n his voice at the first note— 

" I g o t a surpr i se f o r y o u , B i r d i e . " 

" H a v e y o u ?" she gave back i n a l ack - lu s t r e tone. 
" W h y , B i r d i e , d o n ' t be g l u m . W a i t ' t i l l you hear the 

n e w s — I ' v e bough t a boat, B i r d i e . " I t w o u l d n ' t have 
deceived a fly. G u i l t s howed i ts head beh ind every 
cheery, l i g h t - h e a r t e d w o r d . 

" O n e o f those dangerous sail-boats t h a t d r o w n peo­
p l e ! I w o u l d n ' t pu t m y foot i n a sai l -boat and y o u 
k n o w i t , P e t e r ! " c r i e d B i r d i e . 

" W e l l , no t e x a c t l y a w h o l e sai l -boat ," he conceded. 
" I b o u g h t a p a r t o f i t — w i t h M r . T a y l o r a n d " — 

" H a , h a ! " c r i e d B i r d i e . " I k n e w i t was f o r no good 
tha t y o u was g o i n g a r o u n d w i t h t ha t ma-an !" H e r 
voice b r o k e o n the last w o r d . " H e l o o k s fast t o m e — 
that ' s w h a t he looks , P e t e r ! " 

W i t h o u t a q u i v e r o f his conscience Stetson i m m o l a t e d 
me u p o n the a l t a r . 

" W e l l , he was p r e t t y u rgen t . He ' s lone ly , poor t h i n g . 
L o t s o f fe l le rs , B i r d i e , get i n t o bad ways because they 
haven ' t a l i t t l e sweethear t l ike y o u to keep t hem 
s t r a i g h t ! " 

T h i s is w h a t a m a n comes to , w h o sacrifices every­
t h i n g o n the a l t a r o f D o m e s t i c i t y . I n h is hear t o f 
hear ts he is the u l t i m a t e c o w a r d . I have t o l d this 
tale i n l i g h t w o r d s , bu t i t is an a w f u l t h i n g to see a 
m a n w i n c e unde r the lash, as I have seen Stetson. 

H e n o w v o l u n t e e r e d f u r t h e r : 
" R a y m o n d ' s i n i t , and Bergs t e t t e r t oo . " 
A t w h i c h in te l l igence B i r d i e wep t v i o l e n t l y , and w h e n 

p o o r Ste tson e x p o s t u l a t e d : 
" A w , baby"— 
" D o n ' t baby m e ! " she c r i ed . " I d o n ' t w a n t t o be 

b a b i e d — I w a n t y o u to go a w a y ! I w a n t to c ry by 
m y s e l f — a n d send me M r s . B e r g s t e t t e r — I don ' t w a n t a 
m a n a r o u n d ! I w a - a n t m y m o t h e r — I wa-an t another 
w o m a n — s e n d M r s . B e r g s t e t t e r ! " 

B y even ing I , the a f t e r t h o u g h t , y o u m i g h t say, o f 
the Elsinore c o m b i n a t i o n — n o t h i n g i n the w o r l d bu t 
a l i t t l e f oo t -no te to the w h o l e business—was g e t t i n g 
icy bows f r o m a l l three ladies. I was b l amed u n a n i ­
m o u s l y f o r the s imul t aneous b r e a k i n g up o f three 
homes. W h a t need had they to b lame me? I t was the 
Elsinore, r i d i n g easily at anchor , w h o had done i t . 

O l d and u n b e a u t i f u l , her genera l l ines those o f an 
orange w i t h a t o o t h p i c k s tuck i n t o i t , the Elsinore h ad 
sung the song o f a d v e n t u r e tha t is m o r e po ten t than 
the song o f the s i ren. I have occas iona l ly seen fasc in­
a t i n g ladies b reak up domest ic peace, bu t no t the y o u n g ­
est and most b e a u t i f u l o f her k i n d cou ld have conduc ted 
a th ree -handed wreckage as d i d the Elsinore. 

I w i l l pass ove r the first sail t ha t we had i n o u r 

boat. T h e blue, s i l ken surface o f the bay was barely 
ruff led by a l i g h t breeze. I t was the day o f days to 
t r y a boat and get acquain ted w i t h her. N o t a husband 
but k n e w that his w i f e s h o u l d have been i n v i t e d , and 
yet w i t h s t range u n a n i m i t y the ques t ion o f wives was 
avoided . T h e ladies were t o l d : 

" W e ' r e j u s t g o i n g ou t to t r y the boat ." 

W a s there a n y t h i n g said about an a l l -day sai l? A n d 
ye t Stetson knew, and Bergs te t t e r knew, and R a y m o n d 
and I bo th k n e w , tha t hampers o f food and d r i n k re­
posed i n the wide-cab ined Elsinore. 

R a y m o n d sai led w h i l e I p l ayed c r e w w i t h Bergs te t te r . 
I n s t i n c t i v e l y we a l l k n e w tha t Stetson hadn ' t the m a k ­
ings o f a seaman i n h i m . H e was one o f those pa­
thet ic souls w h o mus t hear the lu r e o f the sea, bu t to 
w h o m no m o r e r e spons ib i l i t y t h a n tha t o f the pump o r 
the scoop is ever g iven . 

W e had had the Elsinore p u m p e d out, and ye t when 
we g o t aboa rd her there was too m u c h w a t e r i n her— 
decidedly there was too much water . W h e n we had been 
s a i l i n g but f o r a shor t t ime the w a t e r increased. Ray ­
m o n d exp la ined this easily. 

" H e r upper seams," he said, "haven ' t had a chance 
to soak ou t . " A l a s ! T h e numbers o f boats whose 
upper seams have never had th i s o p p o r t u n i t y . 

B u t w h e n we came a r o u n d on the o the r tack, and 
w h e n once m o r e her cabin floor was afloat, Bergs te t te r 
mopped his b r o w and s a i d : 

" I see w h y this boat goes a l o n g so w e l l — i t ' s because 
she offers no resistance wha teve r to the A t l a n t i c O c e a n ; 
i t comes in at w i l l t h r o u g h her seams." 

" D o y o u t h i n k she leaks b a d l y ? " asked R a y m o n d , a 
l i t t l e c res t fa l len . 

Stetson ra ised his r o t u n d back. 
" P u m p f o r a l i t t l e w h i l e , m a n , " he fa l t e red w e a k l y ; 

"pump, and y o u ' l l see." 
" P o o h ! " R a y m o n d t r i e d to console h i m s e l f w i t h . 

" S h e ' l l swe l l up ." 
N o w , a leaky boat i sn ' t a t h i n g f o r a sane m a n to 

be s tuck w i t h ; i t 's l i ke b u y i n g a horse tha t is spavined 
and has the heaves; i t ' s l i k e purchas ing a house w i t h 
d o u b t f u l unde rp inn ings and an unre l i ab le ch imney 
when y o u haven ' t the money to repa i r i t ; i t ' s l i ke buy­
i n g a m o t o r - b o a t whose gasolene t ank is d e f e c t i v e ; it 's 
l i k e b u y i n g a m o t o r - c a r w i t h o u t a carbure te r and no 
means o f g e t t i n g one. N o man w i t h p r ide l ikes to do 
any o f these th ings , and yet before the day was over, 
i n spite o f the o l d m a n w h o had tap- tap- tapped c a l k i n g 
i n t o her seams l i k e an aged woodpecker , the shameful 
fact was patent to us a l l tha t tha t was the sor t o f a 
boat we had bought . I t was f o r such a c r a f t tha t I 
was t rea ted l i k e a p a r i a h by three excel lent w o m e n ; 
i t was f o r this tha t the domest ic peace o f three fami l i es 
was b r o k e n . N o r was th is a l l . W e k n e w the day was 
at hand, i f M r s . Bergs te t t e r had a n y t h i n g to say about 
i t , when the ladies w o u l d have to g o sa i l ing . 

Y o u see, i t was a c ruc i a l momen t—the m o m e n t w h e n 
the grea t and sp lendid vested r i gh t s o f the W i f e come 
face to face w i t h the w i l d , free, r o v i n g ways o f man . 
T h e Elsinore was, i f one chose so to l o o k at i t , the 
e n t e r i n g wedge to break d o w n the d isc ip l ine o f the 
h o m e : she was the gaunt le t t h r o w n d o w n before the 
m i g h t y s i s te rhood o f amalgamated wives . I t was th ings 
l i ke the Elsinore tha t caused hearth-s tones to teeter 
p e r i l o u s l y ; the Elsinore was the reason w h y wives were 
neglected. A n d I, on m y side, was l i n k e d i n w i t h the 
Elsinore. I was the reason w h y husbands r e t u r n e d 
late f o r d i n n e r ; I was the reason w h y they s t rayed 
f r o m the i r homes at n i g h t ; I was tha t t h i n g tha t to 
the eyes o f y o u n g wives has no reason f o r be ing except 
to make t roub le—a midd le -aged bachelor r e j o i c i n g w a n ­
t o n l y i n his i n i q u i t o u s f r eedom. 

B u t f o r me there w o u l d have been no Elsinore; bu t 
f o r me three husbands w o u l d have been where they 

should have been, and I was as anx ious as these re­
ca lc i t r an t husbands were anx ious tha t the i r ladies 
shou ld no t c ry out the v u l g a r bu t express ive w o r d 
" s t u n g ! " 

W e pumped her ou t the last m i n u t e before we s t a r t e d ; 
i t was w i t h a s i n k i n g heart , I k n o w , tha t we saw the 
w i n d freshen, and as the boat danced over the wa te r s 
( those w h o d i d n ' t love her said she had a w a y o f squat¬
tering her p igeon breast in to every l i t t l e wave ins tead 
o f r i d i n g i t ) M r s . Stetson l ooked w i t h t e a r f u l eyes at 
her husband and s a i d : 

" I ' m g o i n g to l ie d o w n on one o f the seats d o w n ­
stairs . T h e glare on the w a t e r makes me f a i n t . " w h i l e 
M r s . Bergs te t t e r he ld on g r i m l y to the top r a i l o f the 
boat and dodged spray w i t h the a i r o f a w o m a n res igned 
to any m a r t y r d o m . 

E v e r y l i t t l e w h i l e M r . Stetson t o o k a t u r n at the 
pump . 

" I w i s h y o u w o u l d stop tha t noise, Peter ," came 
f r o m B i r d i e . " I t makes me so n e r v o u s ; i t 's so j e r k y . 
A n d I w i s h tha t I d i d n ' t have to l ie somet imes h i g h up 
and sometimes l o w d o w n — h i g h up l i k e I am n o w I 
feel j u s t as ne rvous"— 

" C o m e abou t ! " i m p l o r e d Stetson i n a l o w voice to 
R a y m o n d . "Come a b o u t ! " T h e en t rea ty i n his voice 
was n o t to be dis regarded . 

T h e Elsinore came about, and as she d i d there came 
a sh r iek f r o m M r s . Stetson. 

" I ' m we t !" she c r ied . " I ' m w e t ! T h i s boat is s i n k ­
i n g ! " 

M r s . Bergs te t te r , t a k i n g h o l d o f wha teve r firm object 
she f o u n d i n her path , l ooked d o w n i n t o the cabin. 
She saw the l i t t l e i n c r i m i n a t i n g t h read o f w a t e r on the 
cabin floor. W e were f o u n d out . T h e w o r s t had hap­
pened to us. 

I t is h a r d to make one w h o has no t been on the 
bat t le- f ie ld h i m s e l f realize the t rag ic depth o f o u r defeat. 

W e had to prove ourselves seawor thy af ter th i s . 
T h e detai ls o f h a u l i n g her up and r e c a l k i n g her, the 

a w f u l a f fa i r o f the new r u d d e r - p o s t : a l l the things that 
made us, w h o cou ld i l l a f f o r d i t , d ive d o w n deep i n ou r 
pockets, dampened our a r d o r t o w a r d o u r boat. B e r g ­
stet ter , w h o had an i l l - t e m p e r e d na ture , wen t so f a r as 
to ca l l her a "b l amed o l d ca tamaran ." 

Stetson, meanwhi l e , had the w o r s t o f i t . F requen t ly 
I cou ld hear B i r d i e ' s sobs and the pa t ien t groans o f poor 
Stetson. H e w e n t f r o m boat to w i f e , and f r o m w i f e 
to boat, m o p p i n g h is b r o w and w i s h i n g to heaven f o r 
any place tha t was d ry . 

" Y o u don ' t k n o w w h a t i t is, f e l l o w s , " he w o u l d con­
fide. " D i d I hear o f chang ing the r a i n belt? People 
don ' t k n o w w h e n they ' re w e l l off. W h e n I t h i n k o f 
t r y i n g to conquer the desert—the d ry , nice desert, i t 
makes me feel tha t there are w h o l e States f u l l o f 
f o l k s ready f o r M a t t e a w a n . " 

T h e c l i m a x came when , d u r i n g a s to rm , men f r o m 
the w a t e r - f r o n t , o i l - s k i n clad, came i n to t e l l u s : 

" Y o u r boat's gone a d r i f t . Y o u r boat's pa r t ed her 
m o o r i n g . " T h i s expensive and uncomfor t ab l e per­
fo rmance sent us ou t i n rescue part ies i n dories , ou r 
u n t r a i n e d muscles s t r a i n i n g at the oars as we r o w e d 
over p rec ip i tous waves, and w i t h the k n o w l e d g e tha t 
w h e n we re tu rned , wet and miserable , worse misery 
was to be ours . 

T h e l i t t l e piece o f f r eedom that m y fr iends had 
chosen i n the shape o f the Elsinore—there was no 
doubt about i t — h a d a bad d i spos i t ion . I t came to us 
first i n a sor t o f an atmosphere, and later m o r e definite 
r u m o r s . T h e Elsinore was one o f those boats tha t 
a lways d i d go ashore i f the s l ightes t p r o v o c a t i o n of­
f e r e d ; whose stays gave w h e n they were supposed to 
be i n g o o d c o n d i t i o n ; a boat w i t h a passion for d r a g ­
g i n g her anchor. T h e r e are such boats. People f r o m 
o ther po r t s w o u l d come r o w i n g alongside us. a s k i n g : 

" Y o u g o t the o l d Elsinore, a in ' t y o u ? Be 'n d r a g g i n ' 
her anchor m u c h th i s year? Pa ' ted any o' her h a l ­
yards ?" 

S t i l l , i n the eyes o f Bergs te t t e r and Stetson, no mat ­
ter w h a t happened—anyway i t wasn ' t d o m e s t i c i t y ! N o r 
d i d Stetson's exo t i c devo t ion f a i l o r fa l t e r one m o m e n t 
u n t i l the second t i m e the Elsinore wen t a d r i f t . W h e n 
we discussed w h a t we shou ld do nex t , to keep her 
f r o m leak ing , and w h e t h e r she was p robab ly l e a k i n g 
new, he a l l o w e d m o o d i l y t ha t he 'd be dog-goned i f he 
cared. S o m e w a y i t s u m m e d up ou r o w n feel ings. W e 
all fe l t dog-goned. F o r the m o m e n t we were t i r e d out , 
poor Stetson m o r e t h a n any one. f o r more and more 
B i r d i e sobbed n igh t s . She sobbed over e v e r y t h i n g . A 
fat and u n w i e l d y U n d i n e , weep ing herse l f to death, 
was w h a t she was i n those days. 
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T h e n e x t g o o d day a f te r o u r undiscussed r e s o l u t i o n 
to do n o t h i n g m o r e f o r o u r u n g r a t e f u l c r a f t , we w e n t 
o u t s a i l i ng . S te tson mechan i ca l l y began to p u m p . A f t e r 
a m o m e n t the p u m p sucked—there was no m o r e w a t e r 
i n the boat . H e ra ised up his head. 

"She i sn ' t l e a k i n g , " he said. " W h a t ' s happened to 
h e r ? " A smi le spread i t s e l f s l o w l y over his la rge , 
g o o d - t e m p e r e d features . 

She was n o t l e a k i n g . 
T h e w i n d f reshened. She w e n t over o n he r side. 

S te t son aga in go t ready to p e r f o r m the one d u t y t h a t 
the s u m m e r o f s a i l i n g had t augh t h i m . L i t t l e w a t e r 
enough was i n the Elsinore. 

" C o n t r a r y o l d c r a b ! " Be rgs t e t t e r snar led. " I ' l l be 
b l a m e d i f she hasn' t s topped. Since w e don ' t pay any 
m o r e a t t e n t i o n to her, she's s topped l e a k i n g . " 

" H e r seams have p r o b a b l y go t c logged up w i t h sea­
w e e d and one t h i n g and another , " said R a y m o n d , w i t h 
b i t t e r sarcasm. H e cared f o r boats, a n d the Elsinore's 
vic iousness had p reyed o n his temper . 

T h r o u g h o u t the rest o f the sai l Ste tson sat i n con­
t e m p l a t i o n ; a w i d e , t r a n q u i l smi le had spread i t s e l f over 
his features , w h i c h so o f t e n w o r e the l o o k o f a per­
p l e x e d i n f a n t . I t was so conspicuous tha t Be rgs t e t t e r 
asked h i m : 

" W h a t y o u g r i n n i n g at, S te t son?" 
" O h , " Ste tson r ep l i ed gen t ly , " I ' v e g o t an i dea—I 've 

g o t a g rea t idea, Bergs te t t e r . W o m e n a n d boats a ren ' t 
u n l i k e , are t h e y ? " 

T o t h i s B e r g s t e t t e r made no answer . T h r o u g h o u t 

the a f t e r n o o n M r . S te tson sat s m i l i n g . W h e n we re­
t u r n e d , h a v i n g been beca lmed i n the l a t t e r p a r t o f the 
sa i l , i t was a f t e r d a r k a n d as I opened m y d o o r I h e a r d 
a steady sound o f female sobbing. I t was so l o u d tha t , 
as o f t e n before , i t seemed to come f r o m m y o w n 
couch, and i t was w i t h a f e e l i n g o f g r a t i t u d e t h a t I 
rea l ized tha t i t was up t o Ste tson a n d n o t up to me. 

" Y o u c r y i n ' , B a b y ? " asked Ste tson i n the same gen t le 
and qu ie t tone tha t he had s m i l e d i n d u r i n g the a f t e r ­
noon . 

" O f course I ' m c r y i n ' , " sobbed B i r d i e . " Y o u w e r e 
gone so l o n g , Pe-e-ter." 

" W e l l , " said Ste tson, gen t ly , " I ' m g o i n ' ou t , B i r d i e , 
t i l l y o u get t h r o u g h . " 

" Y o u ' r e what?" sobbed his w i f e . 
" G o i n g ou t t i l l y o u get t h r o u g h , B i r d i e , " he repeated. 

H i s voice had tha t pecu l ia r , t h r o a t y softness t h a t be­
longs to the gen t le f a t m a n . 

I hea rd the doo r close. I hea rd B i r d i e stop f o r a 
m o m e n t and then go on accelerated. A tap came on the 
door . I t was M r s . Be rgs t e t t e r . 

" W h a t a i l s y o u ? " asked tha t l ady , d r y l y . 
" I t ' s t ha t b o a t ! I t ' s t h a t a w f u l , a w f u l b o a t ! " w e p t 

B i r d i e . " I t ' s changed Pe-e- te r !" 
I l e f t the r o o m . 
D u r i n g the several days tha t f o l l o w e d I no t i ced tha t 

an o d d change was t a k i n g place i n the S t e t sons ; 
B i r d i e ' s c h a l l e n g i n g a i r o f fictitious y o u t h seemed d i m ­
mer . She l o o k e d at Pe te r askance, depreca t ing ly , w h i l e 

Pe te r w e n t abou t w i t h the l i t t l e conf ident smile for­
ever h o v e r i n g a t the co rne r s o f h is m o u t h . N o more 
d i d his hones t b r o w w r i n k l e l i k e the forehead o f a wor­
r i e d b u l l pup . H i s shou lde r s squared themselves. Be­
fo re o u r eyes w e c o u l d see the p o w e r o f the dread and 
t w o - f a c e d d i v i n i t y lessen l i k e the f lame o f an oilless 
l a m p . 

S te t son had been f o r t h i n t o the w o r l d o f adventure 
a n d the re h a d l e a r n e d m u c h . I t was m y lo t to hear 
h i m say w i t h gen t le cheer d u r i n g the watches o f the 
n i g h t i n response t o B i r d i e ' s w e e p i n g : 

" C r y as m u c h as y o u l i k e , dear. Y o u k n o w i t doesn't 
d i s t u r b me ," a n d the n e x t day to hear h i m reiterate his 
k i n d , " I ' l l go o u t t i l l y o u get y o u r c r y i n g over"—he 
m i g h t have been speak ing o f the dishes be ing washed.
