Jurarfdir de Bazarria Mamede was 
appointed commander of the F i r s t M i l i t a r y Region; Oen. Rafael de Souza Aguiar, 
commander of the Rio de Janeiro m i l i t a r y area; Oen. (Rodrigo Otavio Jost Ramos-
phonetic), d i r e c t o r of army t r a i n i n g and s p e c i a l i z a t i o n ; Oen. Augusto Fragoso, 
d i r e c t o r general of army education} Gen. OrlandotRamagemJ c h i e f of m i l i t a r y service;

Colonel Cavalcanti published an "open l e t t e r " t o the President of the r e p u b l i c , 
Marshal Humberto Castelo Branco, demanding, among other t h i n g s , measures to prevent 
the swearing i n of the governor-elect of Guanabara State, Negrao de Lima. The 
"open l e t t e r " was published by a sector of the B r a z i l i a n press, and i n some c i r c l e s , 
i t had been i n t e r p r e t e d as an "ultimatum"; but the l o c a l d a i l i e s — 0 GLOBO, pro-
government, and ULTIMA-HORA", o p p o s i t i o n — i m p l i e d c l e a r l y t h i s morning t h a t the 
a r r e s t of Cavalcanti i s connected w i t h "more serious occurrences"; more p r e c i s e l y , 
w i t h a s o r t of conspiracy by the "hard l i n e " against the Castelo Branco regime.
